Overview

The above suite of Skills and Education Group Awards Language qualifications
consist of practical, vocationally related, credit based qualifications at Entry 3 to
Level 3. The suite provides valuable opportunities for individuals to develop
skills and gain underpinning knowledge and understanding in the four main
areas of speaking, listening, reading and writing. The suite is linked to the
Common European Framework.

These qualifications enable learners to gain crucial language skills for work or
social purposes. They allow learners to expand cultural knowledge, participate in
multilingual communities and improve communication skills when travelling
abroad for business and/or pleasure.

What does this qualification cover?

At each level the language qualifications cover the four skills of speaking,
listening, reading and writing, giving more flexible options and allowing the
learner to focus just on the skills that are most important to them. For example
a learner who is interested in communicating with foreign customers in a
meeting may just be interested in developing speaking and listening skKills.

Levels

The differences between the levels of qualifications are defined in the table
below, to assist learners in identifying at which level to commence studying.

Level Definition
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Learners will understand and communicate basic personal
and work related messages in familiar situations.
Learners will understand and communicate simple and
routine information in familiar situations.
Learners can understand, communicate and put into practice
Level 2 standard information both in everyday life and in work-
related situations.
Learners put complex information into practice both in
Level 3 everyday life and in work situations, presentations and
meetings.

These qualifications are designed for those learners aged either pre or post 16
years of age:

who wish to progress to more advanced study
e not in employment and wishing to acquire basic (e.g. Entry3)/further (e.g.
Levell-2)/advanced (e.g. Level 3) language skills to enhance future
employment opportunities
e in employment and wishing to acquire basic (e.g. Entry 3)/further (e.g.
Levell-2)/advanced (e.g. Level 3) language skills where the use of a
second language is a requirement or an asset, such as in teaching
support, the travel industry; youth work, volunteering in the community
and as a resulting outcome, to enhance employment opportunities and
career development.

What could this qualification lead to? Will the qualification lead to
employment, and if so, in which job role at which level?

By developing reading, writing, speaking and listening language skills in a
vocational context this suite of language qualifications improves employment
prospects where basic/intermediate linguistic abilities would develop personal
confidence and enhance job performance in current roles.

For example, teachers who teach children with a second language (e.g. Level
1/2), or teachers who require an accredited qualification in order to be able to
deliver a second or third language at their schools (e.g. Level 2/3) or front line
staff who are in contact with a range of nationalities through their day to day
jobs working for example; in local authority organisations (e.g. Entry — Level 2),
retail establishments (e.g. Entry — Level 1), the health care sector and
community organisations (e.g. Entry — Level 2).

Will the qualification support progression to further learning, if so, what
to?

This suite of qualifications prepares learners by developing; reading, writing,
speaking and/or listening skills, to progress to a qualification in the same subject
area (both laterally, depending upon the specific skill requirements of individual
learners and their progression aspirations, but primarily vertically to a higher
level requiring more specific knowledge, skills and understanding.
