in the UK who need to develop basic literacy skills to function effectively in 
society. 

What does the qualification cover? 
 

1. Task Achievement: 

• Ability to complete specific writing tasks, like filling out forms or writing short 
texts, according to given instructions. 
 

2. Accuracy: 
• Assessment of grammar, spelling, and punctuation. 

• Clarity and coherence of the writing. 
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3. Content and Relevance: 

• Appropriateness of the content to the task. 
• Relevance of the information provided. 

 

Assessment 
 

Form Filling:  
• Completing a form with personal details, such as an application or registration 

form. 
 

Short Text Writing: 

• Writing a few sentences about themselves or a familiar topic. 
• Writing simple messages, like an invitation or a thank you note. 

 
Labeling: 

• Labeling items in a picture or diagram with appropriate words. 

 

Teaching and Learning Approaches 
 
Classroom Activities: 

• Group activities and games to reinforce vocabulary and sentence structures. 

• Pair and group work to practice writing in a collaborative setting. 

 

What could this qualification lead to? 

After completing Entry 1, learners can move on to ESOL Skills for Life Writing Entry 
2, where they will build on their foundational skills and tackle more complex writing 
tasks. 

This qualification aims to help learners improve their English writing skills, boosting 

their confidence in everyday communication and paving the way for further 
education or employment opportunities.
